The Spiritual Life Survey captures insights for church leaders on the spiritual
health of their congregation and the role the church plays in their spiritual growth.

It includes over 80 questions about an individual’s spiritual attitudes, beliefs,
needs and behaviors as well as participation and satisfaction with local church

activities.
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Understanding Our Report

Spiritual Life Survey Results

Individual church responses nationally range from 5%-75% of weekly
attendance. (More than 1,000 churches, and 250,000 individual surveys)

Williamson's Chapel United Methodist Church had 496 responses. At the
time of the survey this was about 52% of our weekend attendance.

96% of WCUMC participants in the survey were over 30 years old.

About a third of WCUMC participants were college graduates earning
$75K or more.
