Our Compassion Project name is Rose Merry 

Child Development Center  

Rose Merry Child Development Center is 

located in the coastal community of Jambera, 

home to approximately 17,000 residents.  

Typical houses are constructed of dirt floors, 

wood walls and thatch roofs. The primary ethic 

group and language is Bengali.  

The regional diet consists of fish, bread, rice 

and potatoes. Common health problems in this 

area include diarrhea, dysentery and skin 

diseases. Most adults are unemployed but some 

work as day laborers and earn the equivalent of 

$27 per moth. This community needs potable 

water, electricity, employment opportunities 

and affordable education.
